2005:

A brief review of the evaluation process by the commission is given. The written approval of the report 2005 is expected "every day", the money transfer for 2006 is still pending. 
2006:

The report for 2006, which forms also the mid-term report of EURONS, has been delivered to the commission in time. Last Friday, a list with formal shortcomings (all addressing the audit certificates) has been received from the commission. The consortium is asked to do the corrections as quickly as possible in order not to unnecessarily delay the evaluation process of the report 2006. Additionally, MANET has prepared a list with standards for the management reports, which should be met - please communicate that to the administration of your organization.
The financial (spendings) and scientific (milestones, deliverables, results) measures of the project indicate that EURONS is very well underway.
Cost breakdown: some participants/activities have not yet spent what they have received with the first money transfer. MANET provides the activity leaders a summary table with the request to review the numbers or to indicate redistributions.
The continuation of the overall implementation plan is approved by the PCC. At present there is no request from any of the EURONS activities to prolong the project.

The scientific part of the meeting is well balanced between EURISOL and EURONS. 
In the third year of the EURONS project, the activities that run for the whole duration of EURONS (four years) should show significant results pointing towards the overall achievements within the project, those activities running only three years will have the opportunity to show close to final results also indicating possible future developments arising from their work. The prospective evolution in nuclear structure physics resulting from EURONS research will be elaborated.
A short report from the NuPECC meeting 16th/17th March 2007 is given by Brian Fulton, which endorsed the validity of the long range plan 2004. NuPECC's role is to assist the hadron physics and the nuclear structure communities to shape the proposals for FP7. NuPECC will watch the process closely but does not exercise any direct influence (unless required by the community).

An open call for the Helsinki programme should be launched as soon as possible. 
It is proposed to establish a programme committee, which shall launch the open call, sets up the programme for the town meeting, and takes care of all organizational issues. 
Presently the EURISOL programme committee to organize the town meeting consists of the following persons: Y. Blumenfeld (co-chair), P. Butler, J. Cornell, G. Fortuna, M. Lindroos. 
The EURONS PCC and GA propose the following persons to be members of the programme committee: J. Aysto, D. Balabanski, W. Korten, C. Scheidenberger (co-chair), O. Tengblad. 
The mandate is to fulfil the above mentioned tasks, to quickly rewrite/adjust the timetable of the Helsinki town meeting accordingly, and to inform the community (to be approved by both coordinators, EURONS and EURISOL, and NuPECC). 
It is decided that feedback to the open call should be received by 15th June 2007.
Next EURONS-GA-PCC meeting: 
The next EURONS-GA-PCC will take place in Helsinki, 20th-21st September 2007. 
The GA-PCC meeting 2008 will be held in Vienna in February.
The final EURONS meeting is intended to take place in Greece.
